Colossians 3:18–4:1 



The Bible teaches two important  

truths about life 

1) What you do in this life comes back to you            

IN THIS LIFE 

You reap in this life what you sow in this life 
 

2) What you do comes back to you IN ETERNITY 

You reap in eternity what you sow in this life
